Rules Regarding Admission

1. The students willing to take admission in the First Semester of
B.A./B.C.A. must have secured an aggregate of 40% and for admission
in B.Sc./ B.Com an aggregate of 45% is required. The admission will be
on merit basis.

2. Conditions for Eligibility

a. A student will be promoted to third semester of a course only if he
has clearly passed at least half papers of first two semesters.

b. Similarly a student will be promoted to the fifth semester of a course
only if he has clearly passed at least half of the papers of first four
semesters.

c. It is mandatory for a student to clearly pass in all five semesters
before taking admission in VI Semester.

3. Admission to the college will be granted on academic basis and rules
of University and Punjab Government.

4. Those old students of college who were unable to appear in exams in
spite of fulfilling the conditions, they will be given admission on the
basis of present merit.

5. It is mandatory for the students to show Original Certificates at the
time of interview/ admission.

6. A student can fill form for admission in one faculty only .In case the
form is filled for two faculties, the admission will be cancelled.

7. The Principal reserves the right to grant or refuse admission to any
student without assigning any reason.

8. For new admission, the number of reserved seats as per
Government 's letter number.19/15/87- S.6 /1980 dated 9-7-1987 is
given below:

13. If the number of students for a particular subjects turns out to be
less than 15, then that option for studying that particular subject will be
withdrawn and the students will be asked to opt for another subject.

14. As per instructions of Guru Nanak Dev University, the admission in
the First Semester of B.Com will be entirely on the basis of meritin 10 +
2 exam

15. On being selected by the admission committee, the students must
deposit their admission fee within 48 hours otherwise, the seat will be
cancelled and and as per the merit, the next student will be given
admission.

16. For procuring admission in First Semester of M.Com a student must
have scored an aggregate of 50% marks in B.com/ B.B.A/ B.Com
(professional) and the admission will be based on merit.

17. Admission to M.A. English and M.A. Economics will be based upon
merit. Students who have done One Sitting Graduation are not eligible
for admission in Post Graduate classes.Other than this they must have
passed in one of the following:

A) B.A. Honours in English
Or

b)B.A. from this university or any other approved university in any
faculty with an aggregate of 50% marks.

c)After doing B.A or B.Sc, Diploma in Physical Education or Post

Migration and Eligibility Certificate

Those students who have passed the lower exam from other than
Punjab School Education Board, Punjab and Punjabi University or any
other Board or University, it is mandatory for them to have migration
and eligibility certificate from this university otherwise they will be
denied admission. Following documents are needed to get Eligibility
Certificate from the university.

1.0riginal certificates and marksheets of the lower exam passed.

2. Migration certificate issued by related University/ board (in case of
not in possession of Migration Certificate an application can be sent for
Eligibility Certificate .

3.5C/Tribe/Backward Class students must submit a certificate from the
competent authority.

4. Those students who have passed their qualifying examination from
Punjab School Education Board, Punjab University and Punjabi
University need not submit eligibility certificate.

5. Foreign students must have a valid student visa. They must procure
recognition certificates of their lower degrees from Association of
Indian Universities Kotla Nagar, Delhi .This recognition certificate must
be sent to this university for procuring Eligibility Certificate.

6.Those students who have passed Senior school certificate (+ 2) from
National Open School, New Delhi with four subjects including English
after minimum 2 years of passing Matric, they can be provisionally
admitted to B.A/ B.Sc/ B.Com. Such students will have to clear 5th
subject under the same group from Open School New Delhi.

7. In case of late admission, the students will have to submit their
original certificates at the time of registration and admission, otherwise
they will have to pay Rupees 500 penal fee.

8. Only those students can take admission in M.A/M. Com-part | who
have scored an aggregate of 50% in B.A/ B.Sc /B.Com. They will have to
submit original D.M.C of part 1, 2 and 3 of B.A/ B.Com and B.Sc as per
the instructions of University.

9. All students are given provisional admission. If University withholds
University registration number or withholds the result of examination
then it will be the personal responsibility of students. College is not
responsible in such a situation.

Fee Concessions

1. Meritorious, needy and handicapped students are provided
financial aid as per the rules of University.

2 In case of siblings, one student will get concession of PTA fee as per
the rules. This concession is not applicable to those students who are
eligible for Post Matric Scholarships.

3. Those SC students whose parents' annual income is less than 2.50
lakh can avail fee concession as per the instructions of government by
submitting an income certificate attested by Class-I Magistrate.

4. The college also provides financial help to the needy students
through Red Cross if the funds are available.

For Schedule Caste Students

1. An SC student must Submit all required affidavits attested by the
Executive Magistrate for fee concession at the time of admission. Fee
concession will be given as per the new instructions of the government.

3.1t is mandatory for students to have a personal mail ID connected to
his/ her name.

4. To avail benefits of caste based scholarships, students must have
valid documents verified by competent authority.

Rules Regarding Change of Subject



1. Application for the change of subject will be considered only if seat is
available in that particular subject.

2 Application on the prescribed form can be submitted by the students
with -in 10 days of beginning of the session. Later on no subject will be
changed.

3.After the change of subject no benefit of lectures attended in the
previous subject will be given.

4. Students will fill the prescribed form given in the prospectus and
submit it to the related incharge.

5. Notice related to the change of subject will be displayed on the
Notice Board after the approval of Principal.

5.t is a student’s responsibility to get his/ her name struck off from the
previous subject and get his/her name enrolled for the new subject
with the concerned teacher after the notice of subject change is
displayed on the notice board.

6.Change of faculty is not allowed after the admission.

Instructions Related to Examination
a)House Examination

1. One house exam is conducted in every semester as per the
instructions of University.

2. It is mandatory for all the students.

3. It is every student's personal responsibility to get marks of evaluated
papers from the concerned teacher. No revaluation will be done after
this.

4. Those students who miss House Examination due to sickness or any
other sudden reason, are not entitled to take special exam under the
Principal's reserved rights.

5. Those students who miss House Examination, they need to take prior
approval of Principal.

6. During exam, the blind students will be provided with extra time,
free writer and exemption from second and third language.



7.In case of being absent in House Examination and inability to fulfil
the conditions, the students will not be issued University roll numbers
for semester exam.

b) Rules for Appearing in University Semester Exams
(i)Attendance in Classes

1. It is mandatory for every student to have minimum 75% attendance
in each subject separately( in written as well as in practical).

2. If a student takes late admission due to late declaration of result
then his/her attendance will be counted from the date of admission.

3.No type of leave(including sick leave) will be helpful in completing
the shortage of attendance.

4.As per government’s instructions,a student who remains absent for
10 consecutive days,his/her name will be struck off the college rolls.

b. To be eligible for appearing in University Exam, the student should have attended at least
75% of the total number of lectures delivered in each theory and course separately. Deficiency
in lectures may be condoned as per ordinances (chapter 15 (ii) 1.1 of University calendar-
2008.Volll). If in a particular semester, student falls short of attendance in maximum of two
courses, he/she whould be permitted to appear in the semester examintation of the papers
in which he/she fulfils the attendance requirements, he/she shall not be permitted to appear
in the semester examination of such course/s, and shall be declared as having failed in such
course/s. A student who is falling short of attendance in maximum of two courses, he/she
shall be required to attend the minimum number of lectures which were failing short, during
next year when the course/s is/ are offered.

(c) As per university ordinance, Maximum time allowed to pass a course is given below:

Instructions and Rules for all Students
1.All admission forms are sent to University provisionally.

2.No student becomes eligible for taking University exam only by
sending admission forms.



3. University sends roll numbers to the college provisionally. In case
conditions are not fulfilled, students will not be issued roll numbers.

4. To appear in University exam, it is mandatory to fulfil the conditions
of house exams and attendance.

5. Ignorance of University rules will not be considered as an excuse for denial of
admission. These revised rules shall come into force from the date specified by
the university.

College Instructions and Rules

1. Students and parents must go through the prospectus thoroughly
before filling the admission form.

2. It is mandatory for student to be present at the time of admission.

3lt is responsibility of parents to keep on enquiring about conditions for
eligibility,shortage of attendance, results of House exams and other
information from their wards.

4.A student must fulfil the conditions laid by University to appear in
University exam. Those students who are unable to fulfil these
conditions will not be allowed to appear in University exam .

5.As per the instructions of University, any student with compartment
in any subject in any previous semester is not eligible to appear in
University exam of VI semester

6. It is mandatory for all the students to appear in House Exam .Those
students who are unable to take their House Exam due to their
participation in cultural activities sports or any other inevitable reason
need to seek Principal 's approval before hand. They will have to
appear for House Exam on the dates approved by Registrar (house
exam) .Defaulters will not be issued University roll numbers .

7.Any misbehaviour or violation of college discipline will be dealt with
strictly and the defaulters will be fined heavily.

8. It is moral responsibility of every student to safeguard the college
property and college campus. Any student who harms college property
will have to pay five times more than the actual cost of the damaged
object and he /she will be suspended from the college.

9. The fee receipt must be kept with utmost care. In case a student
loses it, neither his/ her ID card nor a duplicate receipt will be issued.



10. It is student leaves studies before the conclusion of session then it is
mandatory for the student to get his her name struck off the college
rolls.

11. Ragging is strictly prohibited in college. Strict disciplinary action will
be taken against students indulging in ragging, leading to suspension
from the college.

12. Consumption of narcotics is strictly banned in the college campus.
Strict disciplinary action will be taken against such a student and they
will be immediately expelled from college.

13. Use of mobile phone is strictly banned in the college campus. A
student caught using mobile in the college campus will be fined Rupees
500 .The second time defaulter will be fined Rs. 1000 along with
suspension from the college.

14. No male student other than the Music students is allowed to enter
into Girls' wing.

15. Any student who gets suspended twice will be expelled from the
college.

16. No student is allowed to bring any outsider to college, in case of
doing so a strict disciplinary action will be taken.

17. All students should be dressed formally. Students are not allowed to
wear cap or a handkerchief on head or wear earrings, Indecent
hairstyles of beard cuts will be considered indiscipline and an
appropriate action will be taken against such students

18. Students 'vehicles will be parked in a cycle stand meant for the
students and a student availing this facility will have to deposit a fixed
fee in the college office. Anyone parking his/ her vehicle other than the
cycle stand will be fined.

19. Students rusticated during the previous session will not be
considered for admission in the college.

20. Student detained during the last year will not be given admission in
the college.

21.The prospectus is not a legal document. Principal,
N.J.S.A.Government College, Kapurthala can change the rules without
any prior intimation.

22.0nly those students who have one year gap will be admitted with
the approval of admission committee and Principal .For this purpose,



the students will have to submit character certificate from the
institution last attended and a certificate issued by a competent
authority (Head of Panchayat, Municipal Councillor etc.).He/She will
also have to submit a self declared statement which if found to be
false , can lead to cancellation of admission.

23. Any student having gap of more than one year must attach
following documents with admission form.

a)A stamp paper worth Rs.15 duly attested by First Grade Magistrate
with the statement, clearly explaining the reason of gap and it should
be also mentioned that during this gap the student has not taken
admission in any other Institution and he has not been declared as
incapable by any institution.

b) A certificate issued by a competent authority like Head of Panchayat
,a Member of City Council stating that he personally knows the student
and the student bears a good moral character. This certificate must be
signed by the competent authority along with his stamp and date.

College Library

Our college has a well-stocked library. Library being the hub of
academic activities, serves the intellectual needs of the students by
providing access to books, magazines, journals and newspapers. The
college students after the issuance of the library card can procure
books from the library as given below:-

1. Undergraduate classes(l to VI Sem-3books)
2. M.A/M.Com-5 books
Special instructions /rules regarding the library are given below:

1. It is mandatory for students using Reading Room to maintain proper
discipline.

2. Students must get their library cards cancelled at the time of the
issuance of University roll number to obtain No Dues Slip.

3.Books are issued for 14 days otherwise students will be fined Rupees
1 per day for one book.

4. If a student defaces and damages the library books he/ she will have
to pay the full cost of the book.

5. Reference books can't be taken out of the library.



6.0nce informed by the librarian the books are to be returned quickly.

7. In case of loss of a book if that particular book is not available in the
market then the student will be asked to pay the fine along with the
cost of book by the Principal.

8. Library security can be claimed within one year after leaving the
college.

Identity Card

1.Students can enter into the college only with library Identity Card. It is
responsibility of every student to get library identity card issued from
the library within 20 days. If not done so, it can be made only after
taking permission of principal and paying a fine of Rupees 500.

2. Any staff member can ask a student to show library identity card .

3. Any student entering the college campus without library identity card
will face disciplinary action.

4. In case of loss of library identity card an F.I.R is to be filed along with
the required fee and the student will also have to pay a fine of Rs.
hundred fixed by Principal.

5. It is compulsory to submit the proof of home address along with the
photo to get library identity card made.

Cycle Stand/Parking

1.Students will park their vehicles in the parking after taking tokens
from the watchman.

2. No student can park vehicle in the cycle stand without depositing the
fee. The defaulter will be fined heavily.

3.Parking the vehicle at any place other than the cycle stand will be
considered as indiscipline and the college will not be responsible for the
loss of vehicle.

4. A vehicle parked in the cycle stand after college hours will not be the
responsibility of college.

Rules related to Leaves



1. Students need to take permission of tutor for a leave of 3
days,permission of a senior tutor for a leave of 4 to 7 days. A leave of
more than 7 days and absence in House Exam needs Principal's
approval.

2. To avail a leave of more than 7 days in sickness will require certificate
from a registered medical practitioner along with the application in
time. A certificate submitted later on will not be accepted .

7. Prizes for Science, Arts and Commerce groups will be awarded based
on sum total in University exams but the student must have secured at
least 50% marks in aggregate.

10. Any student who is absent in any subject of House Exams will not be
given any prize.

11. Students securing First, Second and Third positions in House Exams
would be awarded.

In case the University has not issued the merit
list by the date of Annual Prize Distribution Function of the college, the
merit list will be prepared as per the rules of University( 1% of the total
number of students or minimum 2 students) and the above mentioned
prizes will be awarded on the basis of merit list.

2. The students who have been securing positions in the University
Merit List after the 10th position, will be given Roll of Honour after
passing out the course.

2. Roll of Honour for Cultural Field

Rules Regarding Admission

1. The students willing to take admission in the First Semester of
B.A./B.C.A. must have secured an aggregate of 40% and for admission
in B.Sc./ B.Com an aggregate of 45% is required. The admission will be
on merit basis.

2. Conditions for Eligibility



a. A student will be promoted to third semester of a course only if he
has clearly passed at least half papers of first two semesters.

b. Similarly a student will be promoted to the fifth semester of a course
only if he has clearly passed at least half of the papers of first four
semesters.

c. It is mandatory for a student to clearly pass in all five semesters
before taking admission in VI Semester.

3. Admission to the college will be granted on academic basis and rules
of University and Punjab Government.

4. Those old students of college who were unable to appear in exams in
spite of fulfilling the conditions, they will be given admission on the
basis of present merit.

5. It is mandatory for the students to show Original Certificates at the
time of interview/ admission.

6. A student can fill form for admission in one faculty only .In case the
form is filled for two faculties, the admission will be cancelled.

7. The Principal reserves the right to grant or refuse admission to any
student without assigning any reason.

8. For new admission, the number of reserved seats as per
Government 's letter number.19/15/87- S.6 /1980 dated 9-7-1987 is
given below:

9. Compartment and Failed students are not eligible for admission in
First Semester of B.A./B.Sc./B.Com.

11. As admission for first semester of B.A. will be based completely on
merit and availability of staff, the students are advised to submit their
admission forms before the due date.

Those students who have passed the lower exam from other than
Punjab School Education Board, Punjab and Punjabi University or any
other Board or University, it is mandatory for them to have migration
and eligibility certificate from this university otherwise they will be
denied admission. Following documents are needed to get Eligibility
Certificate from the university.

1.0riginal certificates and marksheets of the lower exam passed.

2. Migration certificate issued by related University/ board (in case of
not in possession of Migration Certificate an application can be sent for
Eligibility Certificate .

3.5C/Tribe/Backward Class students must submit a certificate from the
competent authority.

4. Those students who have passed their qualifying examination from
Punjab School Education Board, Punjab University and Punjabi
University need not submit eligibility certificate.

5. Foreign students must have a valid student visa. They must procure
recognition certificates of their lower degrees from Association of
Indian Universities Kotla Nagar, Delhi .This recognition certificate must
be sent to this university for procuring Eligibility Certificate.

6.Those students who have passed Senior school certificate (+ 2) from
National Open School, New Delhi with four subjects including English
after minimum 2 years of passing Matric, they can be provisionally
admitted to B.A/ B.Sc/ B.Com. Such students will have to clear 5th
subject under the same group from Open School New Delhi.

7. In case of late admission, the students will have to submit their
original certificates at the time of registration and admission, otherwise
they will have to pay Rupees 500 penal fee.

Later on no subject will be
changed.

3.After the change of subject no benefit of lectures attended in the
previous subject will be given.

4. Students will fill the prescribed form given in the prospectus and
submit it to the related incharge.

5. Notice related to the change of subject will be displayed on the
Notice Board after the approval of Principal.

5.t is a student’s responsibility to get his/ her name struck off from the
previous subject and get his/her name enrolled for the new subject
with the concerned teacher after the notice of subject change is
displayed on the notice board.

6.Change of faculty is not allowed after the admission.

Instructions Related to Examination
a)House Examination

1. One house exam is conducted in every semester as per the
instructions of University.

2. It is mandatory for all the students.

3. It is every student's personal responsibility to get marks of evaluated
papers from the concerned teacher. No revaluation will be done after
this.

4. Those students who miss House Examination due to sickness or any
other sudden reason, are not entitled to take special exam under the
Principal's reserved rights.

5. Those students who miss House Examination, they need to take prior
approval of Principal.

6. During exam, the blind students will be provided with extra time,
free writer and exemption from second and third language.

7.In case of being absent in House Examination and inability to fulfil
the conditions, the students will not be issued University roll numbers
for semester exam.



b) Rules for Appearing in University Semester Exams
(i)Attendance in Classes

1. It is mandatory for every student to have minimum 75% attendance
in each subject separately( in written as well as in practical).

2. If a student takes late admission due to late declaration of result
then his/her attendance will be counted from the date of admission.

3.No type of leave(including sick leave) will be helpful in completing
the shortage of attendance.

4.As per government’s instructions,a student who remains absent for
10 consecutive days,his/her name will be struck off the college rolls.

b. To be eligible for appearing in University Exam, the student should have attended at least
75% of the total number of lectures delivered in each theory and course separately. Deficiency
in lectures may be condoned as per ordinances (chapter 15 (ii) 1.1 of University calendar-
2008.Volll). If in a particular semester, student falls short of attendance in maximum of two
courses, he/she whould be permitted to appear in the semester examintation of the papers
in which he/she fulfils the attendance requirements, he/she shall not be permitted to appear
in the semester examination of such course/s, and shall be declared as having failed in such
course/s. A student who is falling short of attendance in maximum of two courses, he/she
shall be required to attend the minimum number of lectures which were failing short, during
next year when the course/s is/ are offered.

Instructions and Rules for all Students
1.All admission forms are sent to University provisionally.

2.No student becomes eligible for taking University exam only by
sending admission forms.

3. University sends roll numbers to the college provisionally. In case
conditions are not fulfilled, students will not be issued roll numbers.



4. To appear in University exam, it is mandatory to fulfil the conditions
of house exams and attendance.

College Instructions and Rules

1. Students and parents must go through the prospectus thoroughly
before filling the admission form.

2. It is mandatory for student to be present at the time of admission.

3lt is responsibility of parents to keep on enquiring about conditions for
eligibility,shortage of attendance, results of House exams and other
information from their wards.

4.A student must fulfil the conditions laid by University to appear in
University exam. Those students who are unable to fulfil these
conditions will not be allowed to appear in University exam .

5.As per the instructions of University, any student with compartment
in any subject in any previous semester is not eligible to appear in
University exam of VI semester

6. It is mandatory for all the students to appear in House Exam .Those
students who are unable to take their House Exam due to their
participation in cultural activities sports or any other inevitable reason
need to seek Principal 's approval before hand. They will have to
appear for House Exam on the dates approved by Registrar (house
exam) .Defaulters will not be issued University roll numbers .

7.Any misbehaviour or violation of college discipline will be dealt with
strictly and the defaulters will be fined heavily.

8. It is moral responsibility of every student to safeguard the college
property and college campus. Any student who harms college property
will have to pay five times more than the actual cost of the damaged
object and he /she will be suspended from the college.

9. The fee receipt must be kept with utmost care. In case a student
loses it, neither his/ her ID card nor a duplicate receipt will be issued.

10. It is student leaves studies before the conclusion of session then it is
mandatory for the student to get his her name struck off the college
rolls.

11. Ragging is strictly prohibited in college. Strict disciplinary action will
be taken against students indulging in ragging, leading to suspension
from the college.



12. Consumption of narcotics is strictly banned in the college campus.
Strict disciplinary action will be taken against such a student and they
will be immediately expelled from college.

13. Use of mobile phone is strictly banned in the college campus. A
student caught using mobile in the college campus will be fined Rupees
500 .The second time defaulter will be fined Rs. 1000 along with
suspension from the college.

14. No male student other than the Music students is allowed to enter
into Girls' wing.

15. Any student who gets suspended twice will be expelled from the
college.

16. No student is allowed to bring any outsider to college, in case of
doing so a strict disciplinary action will be taken.

17. All students should be dressed formally. Students are not allowed to
wear cap or a handkerchief on head or wear earrings, Indecent
hairstyles of beard cuts will be considered indiscipline and an
appropriate action will be taken against such students

18. Students 'vehicles will be parked in a cycle stand meant for the
students and a student availing this facility will have to deposit a fixed
fee in the college office. Anyone parking his/ her vehicle other than the
cycle stand will be fined.

19. Students rusticated during the previous session will not be
considered for admission in the college.

20. Student detained during the last year will not be given admission in
the college.

21.The prospectus is not a legal document. Principal,
N.J.S.A.Government College, Kapurthala can change the rules without
any prior intimation.

22.0nly those students who have one year gap will be admitted with
the approval of admission committee and Principal .For this purpose,
the students will have to submit character certificate from the
institution last attended and a certificate issued by a competent
authority (Head of Panchayat, Municipal Councillor etc.).He/She will
also have to submit a self declared statement which if found to be
false, can lead to cancellation of admission.



23. Any student having gap of more than one year must attach
following documents with admission form.

a)A stamp paper worth Rs.15 duly attested by First Grade Magistrate
with the statement, clearly explaining the reason of gap and it should
be also mentioned that during this gap the student has not taken
admission in any other Institution and he has not been declared as
incapable by any institution.

b) A certificate issued by a competent authority like Head of Panchayat
,a Member of City Council stating that he personally knows the student
and the student bears a good moral character. This certificate must be
signed by the competent authority along with his stamp and date.

College Library

Our college has a well-stocked library. Library being the hub of
academic activities, serves the intellectual needs of the students by
providing access to books, magazines, journals and newspapers. The
college students after the issuance of the library card can procure
books from the library as given below:-

1. Undergraduate classes(l to VI Sem-3books)
2. M.A/M.Com-5 books
Special instructions /rules regarding the library are given below:

1. It is mandatory for students using Reading Room to maintain proper
discipline.

2. Students must get their library cards cancelled at the time of the
issuance of University roll number to obtain No Dues Slip.

3.Books are issued for 14 days otherwise students will be fined Rupees
1 per day for one book.

4. If a student defaces and damages the library books he/ she will have
to pay the full cost of the book.

5. Reference books can't be taken out of the library.
6.0nce informed by the librarian the books are to be returned quickly.

7. In case of loss of a book if that particular book is not available in the
market then the student will be asked to pay the fine along with the
cost of book by the Principal.



8. Library security can be claimed within one year after leaving the
college.

Identity Card

Students can enter into the college only with library Identity Card. It is
responsibility of every student to get library identity card issued from
the library within 20 days. If not done so, it can be made only after
taking permission of principal and paying a fine of Rupees 500.

2. Any staff member can ask a student to show library identity card .

3. Any student entering the college campus without library identity card
will face disciplinary action.

4. In case of loss of library identity card an F.I.R is to be filed along with
the required fee and the student will also have to pay a fine of Rs.
hundred fixed by Principal.

5. It is compulsory to submit the proof of home address along with the
photo to get library identity card made.

Cycle Stand/Parking

1.Students will park their vehicles in the parking after taking tokens
from the watchman.

2. No student can park vehicle in the cycle stand without depositing the
fee. The defaulter will be fined heavily.

3.Parking the vehicle at any place other than the cycle stand will be
considered as indiscipline and the college will not be responsible for the
loss of vehicle.

4. A vehicle parked in the cycle stand after college hours will not be the
responsibility of college.

Rules related to Leaves

1. Students need to take permission of tutor for a leave of 3
days,permission of a senior tutor for a leave of 4 to 7 days. A leave of
more than 7 days and absence in House Exam needs Principal's
approval.



2. To avail a leave of more than 7 days in sickness will require certificate
from a registered medical practitioner along with the application in
time. A certificate submitted later on will not be accepted .

Rules Related to Academic Prizes

Rules for Securing Prizes Based upon House Exam-
1. Prizes will be given on the basis of marks secured in House Exam.
2. The prize money will be determined as per the availability of funds .

3. Same amount of prize money will be given to the two bracketed
achievers.

4. In case a subject has 10 students or less than 10 students then only
first prize will be given. In a subject having 50 students , second prize
will be also given and in a subject having more than 50 students third
prize will be also given.

5. Any child who fails in house exam will not be eligible for any prize.

6. Indisciplined students and those who indulge in copying in House
Exams will not be eligible for any prize.

7. Prizes for Science, Arts and Commerce groups will be awarded based
on sum total in University exams but the student must have secured at
least 50% marks in aggregate.

8. Science Commerce and Arts groups will be given separate prizes
based upon sum total of marks.

9. All students who secure Merit Positions in University exams will be
awarded prizes.

10. Any student who is absent in any subject of House Exams will not be
given any prize.

11. Students securing First, Second and Third positions in House Exams
would be awarded.

1. The students willing to take admission in the First Semester of B.A./B.C.A. must
have secured an aggregate of 40% and for admission in B.Sc./ B.Com an aggregate
of 45% is required. The admission will be on merit basis.

a. A student will be promoted to third semester of a course only if he has clearly
passed at least half papers of first two semesters.

b. Similarly a student will be Fromoted to the fifth semester of a course only if he
has clearly passed at least half of the papers of first four semesters.

c. It is mandatory for a student to clearly pass in all five semesters before taking
admission in VI Semester.

d. There is no condition in promoting from first to second semester and from third
to fourth semester

Department ,all students willing to avail Post Matric Scholarship on the basis of
SC/BC/Minority basis must have Aadhar card so it is mandatory to attach photo
copies of the following documents at the time of admission otherwise admission
will be denied.

a) Bank account linked with Aadhar card

b) Name of your bank and branch

c¢) IFSC code of your bank

d Aadhar card number of you and your parents(UID/ ID)
e) Domicile certificate issued by competent authority

3.It is mandatory for students to have a personal mail ID connected to his/ her
name.

4. To avail benefits of caste based scholarships, students must have valid
documents verified by competent authority.

Rules Regarding Change of Subject

1. Application for the change of subject will be considered only if seat is available
in that particular subject.

2 Application on the prescribed form can be submitted by the students with -in 10
days of beginning of the session. Later on no subject will be changed.

3.After the change of subject no benefit of lectures attended in the previous
subject will be given.

4. Students will fill the prescribed form given in the prospectus and submit it to the
related incharge. Notice related to the change of subject will be displayed on the
Notice Board after the approval of Principal.

5.1t is a student’s responsibility to get his/ her name struck off from the previous
subject and get his/her name enrolled for the new subject with the concerned
teacher after the notice of subject change is displayed on the notice board.

6. Change of faculty is not allowed after the admission.

Instructions Related to Examination

a) House Examination

1. One house exam is conducted in every semester as per the instructions of
University.



2. It is mandatory for all the students.

3. It is every student's personal respor;sibili!:ff to get marks of evaluated papers
from the concerned teacher. No revaluation will be done after this.

4. Those students who miss House Examination due to sickness or any other
s_u%den reason, are not entitled to take special exam under the Principal's reserved
rights.

5. Those students who miss House Examination, they need to take prior approval
of Principal.

6. During exam, the blind students will be provided with extra time, free writer and
exemption from second and third language.

7.In case of being absent in House Examination and inability to fulfil the
conditions, the students will not be issued University roll numbers for semester
exam.

b) Rules for Appearing in University Semester Exams

(i)Attendance in Classes

1. It is mandatory for every student to have minimum 75% attendance in each
subject separately( in written as well as in practical).

2. If a student takes late admission due to late declaration of result then his/her
attendance will be counted from the date of admission.

3.No type of leave(including sick leave) will be helpful in completing the shortage
of attendance.

4.As per government’s instructions,a student who remains absent for 10
consecutive days,his/her name will be struck off the college rolls.

b) To be eligible for appearing in University Exam, the student should have attended at least 75%
of the total number of lectures delivered in each theory and practical course separately. Deficiency in
lectures may be condoned as per ordinances (Chapter 15 (ii) 1.7 of University calendar-2008. Vol Il) Ifin a
particulars semester, student falls short of attendance in a maximum of two courses, he/she would be
permitted to appear in the semester examination of the papers in which he/she fulfils the attendance
requirements, he/she shall not be permitted to appear in the semester examination of such course/s, and
shall be declared as having failed in such course/s. A student who is falling short of attendance in
maximum of two courses. he/she shall be required to attend the minimum number of lectures which were
failing short, during next yeatwhen the course/s is/are offered.

c) As per university ordinance, Maximum time allowed to pass a course is given below :

Instructions and Rules for all Students
1. All admission forms are sent to University provisionally.

2. No student becomes eligible for taking University exam only by sending
admission forms.

3. University sends roll numbers to the college provisionally. In case conditions are
not fulfilled, students will not be issued roll numbers.

4. To appear in University exam, it is mandatory to fulfil the conditions of house
exams and attendance.

5.Ignorance of University rules will not be considered as an excuse for denial of
admission. These revised rules shall come into force from the date specified by the
university.

College Instructions and Rules

1. Students and parents must go through the prospectus thoroughly before filling
the admission form.

2. It is mandatory for student to be present at the time of admission.

31t is responsibili(tiy of parents to keﬁp on enquiring about conditions for eligibility,
shogtage of attendance, results of House exams and other information from their
wards.

4.A student must fulfil the conditions laid by University to appear in University
exam. Those students who are unable to fulfil these conditions will not be allowed
to appear in University exam .

5.As per the instructions of University, any student with compartment in a{%
subject in any previous semester is not eligible to appear in University exam of
semester

6. It is mandatory for all the students to appear in House Exam .Those students
who are unable to take their House Exam due to their participation in cultural
activities sports or any other inevitable reason need to seek Principal 's approval
before hand. They Wiﬁ, have to appear for House Exam on the dates approved by
Registrar (house exam) .Defaulters will not be issued University roll numbers .

7.Any misbehaviour or violation of college discipline will be dealt with strictly and
the defaulters will be fined heavily.

8. It 1s moral responsibility of every student to safeguard the college property and
college campus. Any student who harms college gro erty will have to pay five
times more than the actual cost of the damaged object and he /she will be
suspended from the college.

9. The fee receipt must be kept with utmost care. In case a student loses it, neither
his/ her ID card nor a duplicate receipt will be issued.



10. If a student leaves studies before the conclusion of session then it is mandatory
for the student to get his/her name struck off the college rolls.

11. Ragging is strictly prohibited in college. Strict disciplinary action will be taken
against students indulging in ragging, leading to suspension from the college.

12. Consumption of narcotics is strictly banned in the college campus. Strict
disciplinarf/ action will be taken against such a student and they will be
immediately expelled from college.

13. Use of mobile phone is strictly banned in the college carnspus. A student caught
using mobile in the college campus will be fined Rupees 500 .The second time
defaulter will be fined Rs. 1000 along with suspension from the college.

14. No male student other than the Music students is allowed to enter into Girls'
wing.

15. Any student who gets suspended twice will be expelled from the college.

16. No student is allowed to bring any outsider to college, in case of doing so a
strict disciplinary action will be taken.

17. All students should be dressed formally. Students are not allowed to wear ca
or a handkerchief on head or wear earrings, Indecent hairstyles of beard cuts will
be gonsidered indiscipline and an appropriate action will be taken against such
students

18. Students 'vehicles will be parked in a cycle stand meant for the students and a
student availing this facility will have to deposit a fixed fee in the college
office. Anyone parking his/ her vehicle other than the cycle stand will be fined.

19. Students rusticated during the previous session will not be considered for
admission in the college.

20. Student detained during the last year will not be given admission in the college.

21.The Erospectus is not a legal document. Principal, N.J.S.A.Government
College, Kapurthala can change the rules without any prior intimation.

22.0nly those students who have one year gap will be admitted with the approval
of admission committee and Principal .For this purpose, the students will Eave to
submit character certificate from the institution last attended and a certificate
issued by a competent authority (Head of Panchayat, Municipal Councillor
etc.I).He/ he will also have to submit a self declared statement which if found to
be false , can lead to cancellation of admission.

23. Any student having gap of more than one year must attach following
documents with admission form.

a)A stamp paper worth Rs.15 duly attested by First Grade Magistrate with the
statement, clearly explaining the reason of gap and it should be also mentioned that
during this gilip the student has not taken admission in any other Institution and he
has not been declared as incapable by any institution.



b) A certificate issued by a competent authority like Head of Panchayat ,a Member
of City Council stating that he personally knows the student and the student bears a
good moral character. This certificate must be signed by the competent authority
along with his stamp and date.

College Library

Our college has a well-stocked library. Library being the hub of academic
activities, serves the intellectual needs of the students by providing access to
books, magazines, journals and newspapers. The college students after the issuance
of the library card can procure books from the library as given below:-

1. Undergraduate classes (I to VI Sem-3books)

2. M.A/M.Com-5 books

Special instructions /rules regarding the library are given below:

1. It is mandatory for students using Reading Room to maintain proper discipline.

2. Students must get their library cards cancelled at the time of the issuance of
University roll number to obtain No Dues Slip.

3.Books are issued for 14 days otherwise students will be fined Rupees 1 per day
for one book.

4. If a student defaces and damages the library books he/ she will have to pay the
full cost of the book.

5. Reference books can't be taken out of the library.
6.0nce informed by the librarian the books are to be returned quickly.

7. In case of loss of a book if that particular book is not available in the market
glf;n thelstudent will be asked to pay the fine along with the cost of book by the
rincipal.

8. Library security can be claimed within one year after leaving the college.

Identity Card

1. Students can enter into the college only with library Identity Card. It is
responsibility of every student to get library 1dentity card 1ssued from the library
within 20 days. If not done so, it can be made only after taking permission of
principal and paying a fine of Rupees 500.

2. Any staff member can ask a student to show library identity card .

3. Any student entering the college campus without library identity card will face
disciplinary action.

4. In case of loss of library identity card an F.I.R is to be filed along with the
{)equuyedlfee and the student will also have to pay a fine of Rs. hundred fixed by
rincipal.



5. It is compulsory to submit the proof of home address along with the photo to get
library identity card made.

Cycle Stand/Parking

1.Students will park their vehicles in the parking after taking tokens from the
watchman.

2. No student can park vehicle in the cycle stand without depositing the fee. The
defaulter will be fined heavily.

3.Parking the vehicle at any place other than the cycle stand will be considered as
indiscipline and the college will not be responsible for the loss of vehicle.

4. A vehicle parked in the cycle stand after college hours will not be the
responsibility of college.

Rules related to Leaves

1. Students need to take ]faermission of tutor for a leave of 3 days, permission of a
senior tutor for a leave of 4 to 7 days. A leave of more than 7 days and absence in
House Exam needs Principal's approval.

2. To avail a leave of more than 7 days in sickness will require certificate from a
re%lstpred medical practitioner along with the application in time. A certificate
submitted later on will not be accepted .

1. The students willing to take admission in the First Semester of B.A./B.C.A. must
have secured an aggregate of 40% and for admission in B.Sc./ B.Com an aggregate
of 45% is required.

a. A student will be promoted to third semester of a course only if he has clearly
passed at least half papers of first two semesters.

b. Similarly a student will be fromoted to the fifth semester of a course only if he
has clearly passed at least halt of the papers of first four semesters.

c. It 1s mandatory for a student to clearly pass in all five semesters before taking
admission in VI Semester.

3. Admission to the college will be granted on academic basis and rules of
University and Punjab Government.

4. Those old students of college who were unable to appear in exams in spite of
fulfilling the conditions, they will be given admission on the basis of present merit.

5. It is mandatory for the students to show Original Certificates at the time of
interview/ admission.

1.Original certificates and marksheets of the lower exam passed.

2. Migration certificate issued by related University/ board (in case of not in
[éossgfss1on of Migration Certificate an application can be sent for Eligibility
ertificate .

3.SC/Tribe/Backward Class students must submit a certificate from the competent
authority.

4. Those students who have passed their qualifying examination from Punjab
School Education Board, Punjab University and Punjabi University need not
submit eligibility certificate.

5. Foreign students must have a valid student visa. They must procure recognition
certificates of their lower degrees from Association of Indian Universities Kotla
Nagar, Delhi .This recognition certificate must be sent to this university for
procuring Eligibility Certificate.

6.Those students who have passed Senior school certificate (+ 2) from National
Open School, New Delhi with four subjects including English after minimum 2
gears of passing Matric, they can be IE)rovisionally admitted to B.A/ B.Sc/ B.Com.

uch students will have to clear 5th subject under the same group from Open
School New Delhi.

7. In case of late admission, the students will have to submit their original
certificates at the time of registration and admission, otherwise they will have to
pay Rupees 500 penal fee.

8. Only those students can take admission in M.A/M. Com-part I who have scored
an ﬁg%re%ate of 50% in B.A/ B.Sc /B.Com. They will have to submit original
D.M.C of part 1, 2 and 3 of B.A/ B.Com and B.Sc as per the instructions of
University.

9. All students are given provisional admission. If University withholds University
registration number or withholds the result of examination then it will be the
personal responsibility of students. College is not responsible in such a situation.

Fee Concessions

1.Meritorious, needy and handicapped students are provided financial aid as per
the rules of University.

2 In case of siblings, one student will get concession of PTA fee as per the rules.
This concession is not applicable to those students who are eligible for Post Matric
Scholarships.

3. Those SC students whose parents' annual income 1s less than 2.50 lakh can avail
fee concession as per the instructions of government by submitting an income
certificate attested by Class-I Magistrate.

4. The college also provides financial help to the needy students through Red Cross
if the funds are available.

For Scheduled Caste Students

1. An SC student must Submit all required affidavits attested by the Executive
Magistrate for fee concession at the time of admission. Fee concession will be
given as per the new instructions of the government.

2. Those students who are eligible for Post Matric Scholarships and whose parents'
annual income is less than 2.5 lakh will be exempted from admission fee.

3. Those SC students who submit affidavits regarding their caste and annual
income of their parents at the time of admission, will not have to pay any fee.

1. All instructions related to the above mentioned scholarships will be
intimated only at the time of filling of scholarship forms and these
scholarships will be given after the completion of documents as per the
government rules.

2. As per the instructions received from Punjab Government and Welfare
Department ,all students willing to avail Post Matric Scholarship on the basis of
SC/BC/Minority basis must have Aadhar card so it is mandatory to attach photo
copies of the following documents at the time of admission otherwise admission
will be denied.

a) Bank account linked with Aadhar card

b) Name of your bank and branch

c¢) IFSC code of your bank

d Aadhar card number of you and your parents(UID/ ID)
e) Domicile certificate issued by competent authority

3.It i1s mandatory for students to have a personal mail ID connected to his/ her
name.

4. To avail benefits of caste based scholarships, students must have valid
documents verified by competent authority.

Rules Regarding Change of Subject

1. Application for the change of subject will be considered only if seat is available
in that particular subject.

2 Application on the prescribed form can be submitted by the students with -in 10
days of beginning of the session. Later on no subject will be changed.

3.After the change of subject no benefit of lectures attended in the previous
subject will be given.

4. Students will fill the prescribed form given in the prospectus and submit it to the
related incharge.

5. Notice related to the chan%e of subject will be displayed on the Notice Board
after the approval of Principal. It is a student’s responsibility to get his/ her name
struck off from the previous subject and get his/her name enrolled for the new
subject with the concerned teacher after the notice of subject change is displayed
on the notice board.



6.Change of faculty is not allowed after the admission.

Instructions Related to Examination
a) House Examination

1. One house exam is conducted in every semester as per the
instructions of University.

2. It is mandatory for all the students.

3. It is every student's personal responsibility to get marks of evaluated
papers from the concerned teacher. No revaluation will be done after
this.

4. Those students who miss House Examination due to sickness or any
other sudden reason, are not entitled to take special exam under the
Principal's reserved rights.

5. Those students who miss House Examination, they need to take prior
approval of Principal.

6. During exam, the blind students will be provided with extra time,
free writer and exemption from second and third language.

7.In case of being absent in House Examination and inability to fulfil
the conditions, the students will not be issued University roll numbers
for semester exam.

b) Rules for Appearing in University Semester Exams
(i)Attendance in Classes

1. It is mandatory for every student to have minimum 75% attendance
in each subject separately( in written as well as in practical).

2. If a student takes late admission due to late declaration of result
then his/her attendance will be counted from the date of admission.

3.No type of leave(including sick leave) will be helpful in completing
the shortage of attendance.

4.As per government’s instructions,a student who remains absent for
10 consecutive days,his/her name will be struck off the college rolls.



b. To be eligible for appearing in University Exam, the student should have attended at least
75% of the total number of lectures delivered in each theory and course separately. Deficiency
in lectures may be condoned as per ordinances (chapter 15 (ii) 1.1 of University calendar-
2008.Vol.l). If in a particular semester, student falls short of attendance in maximum of two
courses, he/she whould be permitted to appear in the semester examintation of the papers
in which he/she fulfils the attendance requirements, he/she shall not be permitted to appear
in the semester examination of such course/s, and shall be declared as having failed in such
course/s. A student who is falling short of attendance in maximum of two courses, he/she
shall be required to attend the minimum number of lectures which were failing short, during
next year when the course/s is/ are offered.

(c) As per university ordinance, Maximum time allowed to pass a course is given below:

c) Instructions and Rules for all Students
1.All admission forms are sent to University provisionally.

2.No student becomes eligible for taking University exam only by
sending admission forms.

3. University sends roll numbers to the college provisionally. In case
conditions are not fulfilled, students will not be issued roll numbers.

4. To appear in University exam, it is mandatory to fulfil the conditions
of house exams and attendance.

5.Ignorance of University rules will not be considered as an excuse for denial of
admission. These revised rules shall come into force from the date specified by the
university.

6.Any leave (sick leave) will not exempted the student from lecture shortage.

College Instructions and Rules

1. Students and parents must go through the prospectus thoroughly
before filling the admission form.

2. It is mandatory for student to be present at the time of admission.

3lt is responsibility of parents to keep on enquiring about conditions for
eligibility,shortage of attendance, results of House exams and other
information from their wards.



4.A student must fulfil the conditions laid by University to appear in
University exam. Those students who are unable to fulfil these
conditions will not be allowed to appear in University exam .

5.As per the instructions of University, any student with compartment
in any subject in any previous semester is not eligible to appear in
University exam of VI semester

6. It is mandatory for all the students to appear in House Exam .Those
students who are unable to take their House Exam due to their
participation in cultural activities sports or any other inevitable reason
need to seek Principal 's approval before hand. They will have to
appear for House Exam on the dates approved by Registrar (house
exam) .Defaulters will not be issued University roll numbers .

7.Any misbehaviour or violation of college discipline will be dealt with
strictly and the defaulters will be fined heavily.

8. It is moral responsibility of every student to safeguard the college
property and college campus. Any student who harms college property
will have to pay five times more than the actual cost of the damaged
object and he /she will be suspended from the college.

9. The fee receipt must be kept with utmost care. In case a student
loses it, neither his/ her ID card nor a duplicate receipt will be issued.

10. It is student leaves studies before the conclusion of session then it is
mandatory for the student to get his her name struck off the college
rolls.

11. Ragging is strictly prohibited in college. Strict disciplinary action will
be taken against students indulging in ragging, leading to suspension
from the college.

12. Consumption of narcotics is strictly banned in the college campus.
Strict disciplinary action will be taken against such a student and they
will be immediately expelled from college.

13. Use of mobile phone is strictly banned in the college campus. A
student caught using mobile in the college campus will be fined Rupees
500 .The second time defaulter will be fined Rs. 1000 along with
suspension from the college.

14. No male student other than the Music students is allowed to enter
into Girls' wing.



15. Any student who gets suspended twice will be expelled from the
college.

16. No student is allowed to bring any outsider to college, in case of
doing so a strict disciplinary action will be taken.

17. All students should be dressed formally. Students are not allowed to
wear cap or a handkerchief on head or wear earrings, Indecent
hairstyles of beard cuts will be considered indiscipline and an
appropriate action will be taken against such students

18. Students 'vehicles will be parked in a cycle stand meant for the
students and a student availing this facility will have to deposit a fixed
fee in the college office. Anyone parking his/ her vehicle other than the
cycle stand will be fined.

19. Students rusticated during the previous session will not be
considered for admission in the college.

20. Student detained during the last year will not be given admission in
the college.

21.The prospectus is not a legal document. Principal,
N.J.S.A.Government College, Kapurthala can change the rules without
any prior intimation.

22.0nly those students who have one year gap will be admitted with
the approval of admission committee and Principal .For this purpose,
the students will have to submit character certificate from the
institution last attended and a certificate issued by a competent
authority (Head of Panchayat, Municipal Councillor etc.).He/She will
also have to submit a self declared statement which if found to be
false , can lead to cancellation of admission.

23. Any student having gap of more than one year must attach
following documents with admission form.

a)A stamp paper worth Rs.15 duly attested by First Grade Magistrate
with the statement, clearly explaining the reason of gap and it should
be also mentioned that during this gap the student has not taken
admission in any other Institution and he has not been declared as
incapable by any institution.

b) A certificate issued by a competent authority like Head of Panchayat
,a Member of City Council stating that he personally knows the student
and the student bears a good moral character. This certificate must be
signed by the competent authority along with his stamp and date.



College Library

Our college has a well-stocked library. Library being the hub of
academic activities, serves the intellectual needs of the students by
providing access to books, magazines, journals and newspapers. The
college students after the issuance of the library card can procure
books from the library as given below:-

1. Undergraduate classes(l to VI Sem-3books)
2. M.A/M.Com-5 books
Special instructions /rules regarding the library are given below:

1. It is mandatory for students using Reading Room to maintain proper
discipline.

2. Students must get their library cards cancelled at the time of the
issuance of University roll number to obtain No Dues Slip.

3.Books are issued for 14 days otherwise students will be fined Rupees
1 per day for one book.

4. If a student defaces and damages the library books he/ she will have
to pay the full cost of the book.

5. Reference books can't be taken out of the library.
6.0nce informed by the librarian the books are to be returned quickly.

7. In case of loss of a book if that particular book is not available in the
market then the student will be asked to pay the fine along with the
cost of book by the Principal.

8. Library security can be claimed within one year after leaving the
college.

Identity Card

1.Students can enter into the college only with library Identity Card. It is
responsibility of every student to get library identity card issued from
the library within 20 days. If not done so, it can be made only after
taking permission of principal and paying a fine of Rupees 500.

2. Any staff member can ask a student to show library identity card .



3. Any student entering the college campus without library identity card
will face disciplinary action.

4. In case of loss of library identity card an F.I.R is to be filed along with
the required fee and the student will also have to pay a fine of Rs.
hundred fixed by Principal.

5. It is compulsory to submit the proof of home address along with the
photo to get library identity card made.

Cycle Stand/Parking

1.Students will park their vehicles in the parking after taking tokens
from the watchman.

2. No student can park vehicle in the cycle stand without depositing the
fee. The defaulter will be fined heavily.

3.Parking the vehicle at any place other than the cycle stand will be
considered as indiscipline and the college will not be responsible for the
loss of vehicle.

4. A vehicle parked in the cycle stand after college hours will not be the
responsibility of college.

Rules related to Leaves

1. Students need to take permission of tutor for a leave of 3
days,permission of a senior tutor for a leave of 4 to 7 days. A leave of
more than 7 days and absence in House Exam needs Principal's
approval.

2. To avail a leave of more than 7 days in sickness will require certificate
from a registered medical practitioner along with the application in
time. A certificate submitted later on will not be accepted .

5. Any child who fails in house exam will not be eligible for any prize.

6. Indisciplined students and those who indulge in copying in House
Exams will not be eligible for any prize.

7. Prizes for Science, Arts and Commerce groups will be awarded based
on sum total in University exams but the student must have secured at
least 50% marks in aggregate.

8. Science Commerce and Arts groups will be given separate prizes
based upon sum total of marks.

9. All students who secure Merit Positions in University exams will be
awarded prizes.

10. Any student who is absent in any subject of House Exams will not be
given any prize.

11. Students securing First, Second and Third positions in House Exams
would be awarded.

Distribution of Prizes

Rules for Gold Medal, Roll of Honour, College Colour and Merit

The students can do these
courses simultaneously with the regular studies. Experienced IT professionals from
high profile companies will teach the students. The students will be also given
certificates after the completion of these courses.

Education through Edu-Sat

The facility of Edu-Sat is available in the college since the session 2006- 2007.
Through this facility students can interact with the experts from different
universities while sitting in the college computer lab. This facility can improve
their chances of getting good jobs and help in their growth.

Rules Regarding Admission
1. Conditions for Eligibility

It is
re_s%(_)nmblhty of every student to get Iibrary identity card 1ssued from the library
within the prescribed days. If not done so, it can be made only after taking
permission of principal and paying a fine of Rupees 500.
